Just a reminder that when you need to schedule a funeral, please do so through the funeral directors 
you are working with. Please give them (and us!) three or four possible days for the Mass. We cannot 
always accommodate you if it is only one singular day you can have the Mass. We do upwards of 100 
funerals per year and there are Ɵmes when the Church is being used for other liturgies or prayer.

 Children are to be enrolled in either a Faith Formation program or a Catholic School.
