Welcome Father Roy George 
Next weekend, we welcome Father Roy George, HGN. He is from the Heralds of Good News religious order 
and he will be presiding at and preaching at all of the Masses.

Ongoing work on the parish buildings! 
It’s been a preƩy busy Ɵme as we conƟnue ongoing work and maintenance on our parish buildings. 

1. Rectory: we are working on two projects – the basement flooding and part of the roof leaking. 
When the current main office renovaƟon/addiƟon was added – a new staircase was installed to the 
basement. Unfortunately, the installers sealed up the drainage ditch (the French Drain) necessary 
to channel water to the sump pump. The basement was plagued with flooding, someƟmes severe, 
ever since then. We finally discovered why and corrected that. We also had to remove wall 
paneling that had been installed over the concrete basement walls because mold had developed 
there. That has all been corrected now. We are in the process of fixing part of the roof that 
conƟnues to leak resulƟng in dry wall and insulaƟon damage on part of the office wing. 

2. School: we have installed more security emergency lights. We are in the process of moving the 
principal’s office to what was the Youth Ministry Office. PainƟng, deep cleaning, gym floor 
refinishing will happen this summer. 

3. Deacon Hall: we are finishing up the updaƟng of the halls and foyers. We’ve had issues with the 
Main Room’s air-condiƟoning and heaƟng units. If you aƩended last weekend’s 10 a.m. Mass, you 
know we had a gas leak. All of that has been repaired and we’re good to go. 

4. Church: Not much happening in the church building this summer. 
 
Over the last few years, we have accomplished a great deal of work on the campus buildings and grounds. I 
will be addressing a lot of this in coming bulleƟn arƟcles, and I will need to address some of the major things 
we need to do within the next 18 months. I appreciate all of the assistance I have received from the parish’s 
Buildings and Grounds CommiƩee. We have a very large campus with 5 not so small buildings and one large 
athleƟc field. It’s a great campus but it takes a good deal of work to maintain. 
 
I hope your summer is going well. I just saw a Back-to-School commercial on TV last week. Already???!!!! 
Enjoy the rest of your summer.
